Aquarium lighting – STARFIRE
Installation and operating instructions
Unpacking
Check the light unit for evidence of damage in transit. If any evidence of transit damage is detected, return the light unit immediately to the retailer in the original packaging. Delays in returning damaged items may affect your rights.
Installation
Legal requirements prohibit placement of the light unit on the aquarium itself. The light must be suspended above. Secure the stainless-steel wire ropes to a suitable point above the aquarium. The fastening of hooks to a ceiling should be carried out by an expert. Be sure to take the weight of the lamp into consideration.
Remove the labelled side panel and remove the acrylic plate. Remove the protective film from both sides. Now slide the two cable attachments into the slots provided. The grey plastic clips are for fastening the cables to the wire ropes. Now insert the light sources and carefully reinsert the acrylic plate.
ATTENTION:
When reinserting the plate, do not allow it to strike the white LED.
Resecure the side panel. Secure the wire rope retainer to the two Y attachments using the Allen key, leaving just enough slack for adjustment. Insert the end of the wire rope into the wire rope retainer. In the process, it is necessary to overcome the slight resistance of the sprung receptacle. It is now possible to slide the wire rope retainer upwards as desired; it jams as soon as it is begins to carry load. Make sure that the rope is inserted into the retainer so far that it becomes visible at the bottom end of the retainer. If you need to move the retainer to a different point along the rope, be sure to relieve the retainer of load first, then press on the sprung receptacle with one finger and slide the retainer along the rope. Never oil or grease the wire ropes. The rope ends must remain sealed (tin-coated or heat-shrink tubing). 
Due to the weight of the light unit, you should not attempt to attach the light unit without the help of a second person. The clearance between the light unit and the aquarium should be adjusted in such a way that the aquarium has optimum illumination but, at the same time, there is no risk of water splashing onto the lenses. Adjust the wire rope retainers on the Y attachments accordingly and tighten the securing screw firmly using the Allen key. 
Before you switch on the lamp for the first time after you have adjusted the wire ropes, wind the loose ends of the ropes into a loop and fasten them to the wire rope retainers. NEVER allow the loose ends of the wire ropes to dangle into the ventilation slots (DANGER OF DEATH)
Make sure that the ventilation slots are never covered during operation.
Commissioning
Connect the supplied power adapter to the junction box and plug it into a socket. The blue Moonlight LEDs must light up.
If you now connect one of the mains leads, the Moonlight LEDs must switch off, one of the light groups must switch on and the cooling fans must start to operate. The speed is variable by rotary knob.
Whenever both light groups are switched on, the white “Shimmer LED” is also activated.
Maintenance and care
We recommend that you clean the protective lenses of dirt regularly. At least once every six months, check the condition of the screws securing the side panels by slightly unscrewing each screw one by one using a suitable cross-head screwdriver and screwing it back in.
Changing the light sources
Disconnect the light unit from the mains by unplugging all mains connectors from their sockets. This is the only way to guarantee complete isolation from the power supply. (If the light unit remains plugged into a power strip or timer, a potentially lethal mains voltage may reside inside the light unit even if these devices have been switched off.) 
Allow the light unit to cool down. Remove the labelled side panel, carefully remove the protective plate and change the light sources. The T5 fluorescent tubes are removed from the holder by twisting. To fit the new light sources, proceed in reverse order. 
ATTENTION:
When reinserting the plate, do not allow it to strike the white LED.
Guarantee
The “STARFIRE” light unit is covered by statutory guarantee, which commences from the date of invoice. This guarantee covers all material and manufacturing defects, provided the product has been used correctly. No liability shall be accepted for impermissible or incorrect installation. The guarantee does not cover any light source supplied with the product.
